� To ensure that Canada retains a strong competitive aerospace 
industry and maintains/increases its participation in upcoming 
commercial aerospace programs;

� Conducted a detailed review of: 
• Market opportunities;

• Technologies requirements;

• Industry capabilities; and 

• Government support mechanisms.
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Future Major Platforms Initiative
Objectives

1. Identify major international commercial platforms 
that offer the best opportunities for Canadian firms;

2. Identify priority technologies necessary to participate 
on identified future major platforms;

3. Provide recommendations to align existing support 
mechanisms to facilitate technological development;

4. Develop and implement “capture plans” to assist 
Canadian companies in becoming suppliers to these 
programs.

� Developed a Priority Technology Matrix which identifies the 
technologies that are critical to both Canadian aerospace OEMs 
and suppliers;  

� The matrix evaluates the current level of proficiency of the 
Canadian industry.

Three (3) projects were presented to Industry Canada as 
examples of TDP funding for Canada to remain technologically 
competitive with Europe and US. 

2.  Industrial Regional Benefits Working Groups:

A policy paper suggesting ways to strengthen the outcomes of 
IRB policy was tabled to the Minister of Industry.
